Removal of Stock System 
 

1.  Apply penetrating lubricant liberally to all exhaust fasteners, hangers, and 

rubber insulators. 

 

2.  Disconnect the exhaust flanges at the rear of the vehicle and remove the 

mufflers from the vehicle. 

Refer to Figure 1. 

 

3.  Remove the round gaskets from the factory exhaust. 

Refer to Figure 2. 

 

Installation of MBRP  Performance Exhaust 

 
1.  Remove the factory insulators from the vehicle and slide onto the Tail 

Pipes. 

Refer to Figure 3. 

 

2.  Hang the Tail Pipes by attaching the insulators to the vehicle. 

Refer to Figure 4. 

 

3.  With the supplied Gaskets mount each Tail Pipe to the factory exhaust 

using the 3/8” Hardware. 

Refer to Figure 5. 

 

4.  Carefully align the system. Tighten all hardware, starting at the front and 

working rearward to secure the system. Check along the full length of the 

exhaust system to ensure there is adequate clearance for fuel lines, vent lines, 

brake lines, frame, bodywork, suspension and any wiring, etc. If there is any 

interference detected, relocate or adjust to provide adequate clearance.  Verify 

clearances, system security and band clamp torque after 30-60 miles (50-100 

km) of driving.
